 Reflective of size of the Company, complexity of the sector / industry / company's operations and the company's
capacity to pay.

 The remuneration mix for the MD / EDs or Wholetime Director is as per the terms approved by the Board and
Members. In case of any change, the same would require the approval of the Members.

 Basic / fixed salary is provided to all employees as per terms agreed with them.

 In addition to the basic/ fixed salary, the company may provide employees with certain perquisites, allowances
and benefits where possible like leave encashment, bonus, reimbursement etc. and annual increments.

 In addition to the fixed salary and perquisites as provided, the company may provide MD / EDs or Wholetime
director such remuneration, calculated with reference to the net profits of the company in a particular financial
year, as may be determined by the Board, subject to the overall ceiling stipulated in Section 197 of the Act.
